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International Design Competition
For Arts and Cultural Center at Jimbaran, Bali

Bangladeshi architects bring honor

An international design competition for Arts and Cultural Center at Jimbaran,
Bali, Indonesia, organized by PT. JIMBARAN HIJAU in collaboration with Al
Bali (Indonesian Institute of Architect Bali Chapter) was launched to create an
inspiring and attractive Center of tourism in Southeast Asia, which will be able
to accommodate all the activities of a regional community, consisting of
museums, galleries and performing arts center as its main function, and
facilities for cultural education and training of arts, as well as artist residences
as the supporting function.

Out of many participants from the Indonesian Institute of Architect (IAl) and
ARCASIA (Architects Regional Council ASIA), the team of Ar. Mashudur
Rahman Fahim (F-017) and Ar. Ishrat Zerin Hossain Mou (AM-094) from
Bangladesh, developed their work based on several traditional principles of
Balinese Architecture, and were enlisted as one of the top 15 nominees.
Hierarchy of space, derived from Tri Angga / Tri Loka is achieved by locating
the main functions like, museum and performing art center, in the elevated
area of the site whereas, other supporting functions are located at the lower
part. Cosmological Orientation, derived from the Sanga Mandala, is reflected
by dividing the complex into nine areas according to the hierarchy of space.
Balanced cosmology, a relationship between human and environment, is
accomplished by creating a subtle indoor outdoor relationship of the form,
interplay of direct or indirect natural light into the structure and the light beam
from the museum towards the sky, reflecting the conversation between
human and God. The central open air “Court”, acting as place for direct
connection to God, adopted from traditional Balinese house compound, is
created by considering the structures as several free-standing pavilions, often
partitioned into separate units, each of which serves a distinct functions,
although oriented around the central courtyard. This openness in formal
expression portrays the Structural Clarity. Exposed concrete and single glazed
clear glass are explicitly used so that their true essence is revealed.
